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. Introduction

A. Purpose of the Housinglement

The 20232031 City of Arvin Housing Element (Housing Element) focuses on the quality, quantity,
condition,and occupancy of the city's dwelling units. It is evident that, by the adoption of this
Housing Element into the Arvideneral Plan, the City Council and the Planning Commission of the
City of Arvin reflect the concern of the citizens that clean, fair and upgraded housing be of primary
importance in the development of the community. The authority for producing this Hgusin
Element is provided in Government Code Section 65888eq The Housing Element considers
the current condition in affordable housing as a key issue that needs immediate attention. It is
the intent of this Housing Element to assure that evaitgmpt is being made to provide suitable
housing for all members of the Arvin community regardless of income, age, race, color, religion,
gender, ethnic background or disability. The City of Arvin seeks to promote free housing choices
for all its citizenss well as to provide guidance for municipal decisions on the quality, inventory
and conservation of its existimgusing.

B. Consistency with Statéaw

This Housing Element must be consistent with the State Law (Government Code Section 65583)
whichrequires all housing elements to identify and analyze existing and projected housing needs
and establish goals, policies, quantified objectives, financial resources and scheduled programs
for the preservation, improvement, and development of housing indiye The housing element

is also required to identify adequate sites for housing, including rental housing, fdmidry
housing, and mobildhomes, and make adequate provision for the existing and projected needs
of all Arvin residents, regardless o€ome, age, race, religion, gender or ethnic background.

C. Relationship to Other Elements arf@lans

Government Code Section 65300.5 requires that the General Plan and elements and parts
thereof comprise an integrated, internally consistent and compatithtement of policies for

the adopting agency. This update of the Housing Element has been prepared in a manner making
it consistent with other elements and areas of the General Plan. The Housing Element is
implemented primarily by the Arvin Municipal @ (Municipal Code). The Municipal Code
contains ordinances, including those that pertain to the subdivision regulations, zoning, and
building code. Implementation of the Housing Element also benefits from special activities and
programs authorized by tharvin City Council, and the Successor Agency of the Arvin Community
Redevelopmen#gency.

As part of the Housing No Net Loss Program, the City adopted
Ordinance No. 201856 amending the Mnicipal Code Section 17.12.25: "Other uses may be
permitted as authorized by the Municipal Code where equal to, or greater, land area is provided
to replace and/or provide a residential development of at least 16 units per acre concurrent to or
prior to development of the other use."

D. PublicParticipation

As required by State law, all economic segments of the community must be provided an
opportunity to review and comment on the Housing Element. As part of the public outreach effort,
the city has conductedwo community workshops on the Housing Element. Tingt virtual
stakeholder workshop was held on July 28, 2022 and the second public workshop was conducted
on October 18, 2022, as part of the Planning Commission meeting at Arvin City Hall, 200 Campus
Drive, Arvin. There were 7 attendees at the first Wgitop, including staff. The community
workshop discussed housing issues facing the city and received input for the development of the
Housing Element. The second community workshop, (although widely published) was not
attended by any public membdAdditional details to be includeah future public meeting and
community participation efforts).

a public hearing before the Planning Commission at its meeting na 20, 2023 prior to

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Age Composition

The age distribution of the population is an important determinant of housing demand in an area.
Young adults (1:84 years of age) tend to favor apartments, low to moderate cost condominiums,
and smaller singkamily units. Thepopulation of35 to 64 years of age represents the major
market for moderate to relativelpigh-costcondominiums and singiamily homes. People over

65 years of age tend to generate demand for low to moderate cost apartments and
condominiums, group quarters, and mbhomes.

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Race and Ethnicity

The racial and ethnic composition of a community determines the household characteristics and
influences housing needs. The City of Arvin is a predominantly Hispanic/Latino community, of
which nearly 9 out of 10 city residents are Hispailiable 4present estimates of the 2020
race/ethnic composition of Arvin's population. Compared to the County, the Arvin comprised a
smaller proportion in all ethnic and racial categories except with the Hispanic/Latino population.

During the following decade Arvin and Kern County populations
increased to 40.5 percent and 22rpent, respectively. After 2010, household growthboth

Arvin households total 4884 in 2020 DOF estimates, an increase of 15.5 percent from 2010 levels.
Gonsidered in terms of simple annual percentage change, households in Arvin increased by an
average of 1.55 percent per year during these 10 years; this is a significant drop from the simple
annual percentage change of 4.1 percent between 2000 and 201@.&mrcent between 1990

This trend is the result of
factors such as larger families, which reflect the chandergographics and the shift in the ethnic
composition of the region, as well as a consolidation of families necessitated by the increase cost
of living.

Housing Growth Trends

Housing Characteristics

Kern Countyexperienced a prolonged housing boom between 2000 and 2006; however, the U.S.
economy went into one of the greatest recessions in history in 2007. Through 2007 and 2008, the
U.S. housing bubble burst as housing prices dropped dramatically. Nationalipettian price
for resale homes declined more than 12 percent in 2008. It was the largesbyenyear drop
for records going back to 1979.

In Kern County, the median housing price plummeted by approximately 14 percent. Though the
number of units sold in 2008 was 1,011 more than in 2007, there was a decrease in housing value.
Along with these staggering sales and drop in housing prices, tieruof permits issued for
construction of newprivately-owneddwelling units fell in 2008.

This housing crisis could be attributed to the soaring rate of unemployment and large humber of
foreclosures. Of the Kern homeowners receiving defaolices, 1,512 lost their homes. Similarly,
6,960 more workers were unemployed in 2008 than in 20€4ising the unemployment rate by

1.5 percent. The level of unemployment had a direct effect on housing values. The unprecedented
housing crisis at the localnd national level, which continued through about 2012, was a
multifaceted problem of falling housing prices, loss of equity, high foreclosure activity, and lack of
refinancing opportunity. Despite the housing slump during this period, the County costioue
experience a growth in population.

Regardless of the setback the housing industry experienced in theZ@F period, as evidenced

in Table 23 the median value afwner-occupiedhomeshasbeen on the rise. There was a 121%
increase from 2000 to 201(@From the median value of 76,500 in 2000 to 169,000 in 2010),
although the prices increase was significantly less at about 4% between 2010 and 2020. In 2020,
the median value of anwner-occupiedhome was 176,400 as per ACS 2Q080 data.
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Although pricedhave been on the rise, making it less affordablegsidents in Arvinacross the
board, thesilver liningin the cloud in Arvin was that housing production was also on the rise, as
explained inTable 16below.

Table 16presents the continual housing growth trends in Arvin since 1980s. Arvin has experienced
approximately 42 percent growth between 2000 and 2010 and about 12 percent since then.
During the 2002010 decade, the population grew by 49 percéhable 1), and the housing
production lagged behind the percentage of growth in population. This suggested that there was
an overcrowding or shortage of housing in the City of Arvin. However, the imbalance has
normalized as a result of the low population growth0o99 percent between 2010 and 2020.

In fall of 2008, a parcddy-parcel survey was conducted to assess the exterior condition of the
existing housing stock.

The City of Arvin
hasentrusted the Kern County and the Housing Authority of Kern County (HACK) to administer
most housing programs for the city. Many of these services and facilities may not be located in

the City of Arvin, but araearby.

Disabled Persons

A disabledindividual is defined as a person who has been determined to have some kind of
impairment to their ability to function in a manner consistent with the general population. The
1990 Census defines three types of disabilities: work, mobility, andaeflmitations.

Disabilities are defined as mental, physical or health conditions that last over six months. The

mobility limitation does not necessarily indicate a need for special need/supportive housing and
statistics on the total number of disabled persons needing supportive housing in the city is not
available. Using the national standard of one to thpmrcent of the total disabled population

needing supportive housing, it can be estimated that the city has approximately 15 to 45 disabled
individuals in need of supportiveusing.

To assist disabled individuals in providing adequate housing to meet their needs, the State of
California, in 1984, mandated Title 24, of the Uniform Building Code. Title 24 provides regulations
for adaptability and accessibility of apartment units to gd®v for the safety and welfare of
physically disabled inhabitants and visitors. An adaptable apartment is one that is accessible for
entry and circulation and that can at any future point, be adapted to meet the specific needs of a
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person with disabilies. These improvements would include the installation of wider doors, grab
bars, lower cabinets, lower light switches and sidevialront door ramps.

The living arrangement of disabled persons depends on the severity of the disability. Many live at
home independently or with other family members. To maintain independent living, disabled
persons may need assistance. This can include special housing design features for the disabled,
income support for those who are unable to work, anéhome supportive seafices for persons

with medical conditions among others. Services are typically provided by both public and private

agencies.

For persons with mental iliness, the Mental Health Services Departprerides a full range of
services throughout the County. Services include initial assessment, crisis services, ongoing case
coordination, case management, and counseling services, among others. Hospitalization and
inpatient treatment and placement programsay be contracted for the Department with private
providers.

Several County programs assist persons with physical disabilities. The Community Development
Program Department operates the Home Access Program, providing grants for home accessibility
improverrents. In addition, HACK has made five percent of the affordable pulnlising stock
accessible to persons with physical disabilities (45 units), and two percent of units adaptable to
the sensory impaired (18 units).

Chapter 507, Statutes of 2010 (SB 8id)ich took effect January 2011, requires that housing
elements analyze the special housing needs of persons with developmental disabilities. A
"developmental disability” is defined as a disability that originates before an individual becomes
18 year=ld, continues, or can be expected to continue, indefinitely, and constitutes a substantial
disability for that individual. This includes mental retardation, cerebral palsy, epilepsy, and autism.

According to the California Department of Developmental BedS 4 Q 02 y a dzYy SNJ 02 dzy (i
93203 (Arvin) in June 2016, there were 142 residents with developmental disabilities. Of this total,

56 percent were ages 17 or under and approximately 90 percent lived in the home of their
parents, family, or guardian. Adinal information from the California Department of Social

Services, Community Care Licensing Division, indicate that there is a licensed Adult Residential
Facility (ARF) that is located at 14150 Sunset Boulevard, which is in the unincorporated area
adjacent to the Arvin city limits. As defined by the Department of Social Services, an ARF provides
24-hour nonmedical care for adults ages 18 years through 59 years old who are unable to provide

for their own daily needs. ARFs include board and care honmreadigdlts with developmental

disabilities and mental illnesses.

In addition, for persons with developmental disabilities, the Kern Regional Center located at 3200
North Sillect Avenue, Bakersfield, provides diagnostic, assessment, placement, and case
management services. In addition, the Kern Regional Center contvdhtgarious service
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providers for structured day programming, employment help, residential facilities, placement,
evaluation, equipment, and other necessities. Several service providers throughout the County
also aid people with disabilities. The Na@brAssociation for People with Disabilities (NAPD)
operates activity centers in Bakersfield with day programs and special services. Haven Counseling
Center located at 730 Chester Avenue, Bakersfield, provides a group home for people who are
severely handigpped and need 2#iour supervision and care. They also have nine apartment
units for persons with developmental disability who are ableilidependently.

Elderly Persons

Another population segment that requires special consideration is the eldetthe population
over 65 years of age. Their concerns are related to housing, health care, theiimnfioede and
transportation.In 2012, 796esidents inArvin were reported a5 yearsor older, comprising
4.4 percent of the total population. As shownTiable 27, there were 563 elderly households in
the city in 2020and about two-thirds (67.2%)lived in owner-occupiedunits. Thiscomparesto
50.3 percent of the total household in the city residing in owner occupied units. It is also important
to note that about 33 percent of the elderly in Arvin are identified as disabled.

There are many programs to accommodate the special needs of seniors, including but not limited
to congregate care, supportiveservices, rental subsidies, shared housing, and housing
rehabilitation assistance. For the elderly, or those with disabilities, housing with functional design
features that accommodate disabilities can help ensure continued independent living. Elderly with
mobility/self-care limitations also benefit from transportation alternatives. Senior housing with
supportive services can be provided for those who require assistance with daily living.

The Senior Citizens Information and Referral Service provides semiibranformation on
available services in the County, including Social Security, Medicare;Qdkdiutrition sites,
discount cards, and transportation information, among other things. The Office on Aging also
operates 27 senior nutrition sites at senammd community centers throughout the County. Home
delivered meals are also available upon request. In Arvin, the senior nutrition site is located at the
Arvin Senior Center located at 800 Walnut Drive.
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Large Families

Large families are defined &suseholds with five or more members. Large families have special
housing needs because they typically require larger size units than what the market usually
provides. As a result, many large families are often forced to occupy inadequately sized units
because housing units that meet their needs are either unavailable or beyond their ability to pay.
Table 7 shows that 15.5 percent of family households and zero percent of théanuly
households in Arvin were composed of five or more persons, which b@ttite Department of

more than the countywide proportion of large household, 10 percent of total family households
and 0.1 percent of the nefamily households inhte County. This indicates a need for larger units
for large households in the city. To address overcrowding, communities can provide incentives to
facilitate the development of affordable apartments with three or more bedrooms to meet the
needs of largéouseholds.

The shortage of large rental units can be alleviated through the provision of affordable ownership
housing opportunities, such as homeownership assistance antiaplhousing (through Habitat

for Humanity and other organizations). In additi@gction 8 rental assistance provided by HACK
can enable large families to rent units they otherwise cannot afford. HACK currently operates 941
public housing units, of which 123 are sinfdeily units that can accommodate larger families.
The County haslso contributed CDBG and HOME funds to assist in the development of housing
for large families.

Farmworkers

Agriculture is a key economic industry in Kern County, and particularly in Arvin. Agriculture plays
Y 22NJ N2t S Ay (i KGSlassifieddrérmsdfindustNgBH65 Mdividdl svereR Sy G a
employed in agriculture, forestry, fishing and hunting, and mining positions, representing 47.5
percent of the total civilian employed population ages 16 and older of 7,511. In comparison, the

Kern ©@unty average for these economic sectors was 14.7 percent. Almost all of those Arvin
residents employed in this sector weredgriculture.

Farmworkers are defined as persons whose primary source of income is derived from seasonal
agricultural labor. Farmorkers are typically categorized into three groups: 1) permanent, 2)
seasonal and 3) migrant. Permanent farmworkers are typically empls@eoundby the same
employer. A seasonal farmworker works on average less than 150 days per year and easts at lea
half of their earned income from farm work. Migrant farm workers are seasonal farm workers
who have to travel to do the farm work. They are unable to return to their permanent residence
within the same day.

There were 1,731 farms locatéd KernCountyaccording to the USDA 2017 Census of Agriculture.
Some 22 percent of the farms employed only a single farm worker; some 46 percent employed
between two and nine workers, and some 32 percent were larger farms employing ten or more
workers.Table 28also indcates that migrant workers totaled 6,062, representing approximately
30 percent of total farm workers.

Farmworkers are generally considered to have special housing needs because of their limited
income and their seasonal and migratory nature of their wdrk response to the need for
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farmworker housing and to comply with State Housing law, the City of Arvin adopted Ordinance
No. 241 in July 2015, which amended the Zoning Ordinance to permiightyhousing reserved

for person employed in various industsie though agriculture is the industry most often used in
this category. Since agriculture is a key industry in Arvin, this is especially importance for
farmworker housing. This ordinance permits by right up to six unrelated individuals to legally live
in the same residential unit. Owners of employee housing are required to obtain a permit from
the State Department of Housing and Community Development.

Housing options that are currently available to farmworkers include privatetg publicly
ownedfarm worker housing, which are described below.
